i "Low-THC cannabis" - plant of the genus
Cannabis the
~ Dried flowers of which contain:

O 0.8% of THC and O 10%
wit.

. Seeds thereof;
. Resin extracted from any part of such plant;

. Any compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture,
or preparation of such plant or its seeds or resin that
IS dispensed only from a dispensing organization.



§ 381.986 COMPASSIONATE USE OF
LOW-THC AND MEDICAL CANNABIS

i "Medical cannabis” means all parts of any

plant of the genus Cannabis:

. Whether growing or not;
. The seeds thereof;
. The resin extracted from any part of the plant;

. Every compound, manufacture, sale, derivative,
mixture, or preparation of the plant or its seeds or
resin that is dispensed only from a dispensing
organization for medical use by an eligible patient as
defined in s. 499.0295.

§ 381.986 COMPASSIONATE USE OF
LOW-THC AND MEDICAL CANNABIS

i A physician is authorized to

Order low-THC cannabis to treat a qualified patient
suffering from:
Cancer;

Physical medical condition that chronically produces
symptoms of seizures;

Severe and persistent muscle spasms;

Order low-THC cannabis to

Alleviate symptoms of such disease, disorder, or condition if
no other satisfactory alternative treatment options exist for
the qualified patient.



§ 381.986 COMPASSIONATE USE OF
LOW-THC AND MEDICAL CANNABIS

i Physicians may only order medical cannabis to
treat an eligible patient or order a cannabis
delivery device for the medical use of low-THC
cannabis or medical cannabis if they:

. (a) Hold an active, unrestricted license as a physician
under chapter 458 or 459;

. (b) Has treated the patient for at least 3 months
Immediately preceding the patient's registration in the
compassionate use registry;

. (c) Has successfully completed the course and
examination required.




§ 381.986 COMPASSIONATE USE OF
LOW-THC AND MEDICAL CANNABIS

. (d) Determined that the risks of treating the
patient with low-THC cannabis or medical
cannabis are reasonable in light of the
potential benefit to the patient.

If a patient is younger than 18 years of age:
. A second physician must concur with this determination,

. Such determination must be documented in the patient's
medical record.



§ 381.986 COMPASSIONATE USE OF
LOW-THC AND MEDICAL CANNABIS

(e) Registers as the orderer of low-THC cannabis or
medical cannabis for the named patient on the
compassionate use registry maintained by the

department;

Updates the registry to reflect the contents of the order, including
the amount of low-THC cannabis or medical cannabis that will
provide the patient with not more than a 45-day supply and a
cannabis delivery device needed by the patient for the medical use
of low-THC cannabis or medical cannabis.

The physician must also update the registry within 7 days after any
change is made to the original order to reflect the change.

The physician shall deactivate the registration of the patient and the
patient's legal representative when treatment is discontinued.



§ 381.986 COMPASSIONATE USE OF
LOW-THC AND MEDICAL CANNABIS

~ (f) Maintain treatment plan that includes:
Dose;
Route of administration;
Planned duration;
Monitoring odymptom& pati ent
Other indicators of tolerance or reaction.
. (g) Submit treatment plan quarterly to:

UF College of Pharmacy for research on safety
and efficacy.
